Chemistry 101

Meant for students with little or no high school chemistry.

Has a laboratory embedded in the course (students go to lecture, discussion, and lab)

Chemistry 102/103(lab) (to be followed in the Spring by 104/105)

2 versions of 4 sections

Version 1 (sections A, B, C)

2 lectures each week (instructor)

2 discussions each week (TA)

Version 2 (section D)

4 discussions each week (TA)

102A:  meant for engineering students although it is not restricted and engineering students are

welcome to take other sections.

Chemistry 202/203(lab) (to be followed in the Spring by 204/205):

Designed for chemistry majors and chemical engineers, but not restricted.

Only offered in the fall semester.
